“Magritte. The Mystery of Na-

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May 2009 of the museum dedicated to the great master in
Brussels.

Mystery and Nature are the keywords that depict the
artistic universe of Magritte. The artist
considers mystery as the perfect
tool to question the logic of
commonplaces: he creates
known objects on the canvas
transferring them into a
new and unusual context;

while nature is ever-
present in his artistic

work since, according

to him “... it creates
the dreamlike state
which brings to our
body and spirit the freedom
